Forty years ago, Mr. Tam took a first step in turning Chinese
ink painting into an art subject in Wah Yan for cultivating
students’ mental faculty, their interest in the environment, and
their ability to express and act independently and creatively.
His experimental programme in learning and teaching
Chinese ink painting fully reflects the spirit of education for
the “whole person” which educators aim at achieving today.
