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MEETINGS
ARTICE 26 - MEETINGS
Meetings shall be convened by

the chairman whenever necessary.

ARTICLE 27 - QUORUM

The quorum of the executive
committee meetings shall be two-thirds
of the executive committee members.
In the case of the quorum not being
reached, the meeting shall be called
off.

ARTICLE 28 - VOTING

(1) Unless specially approved,
only executive committee members
shall have the right to vote during
the executive committee meetings.

(2) Motions shall be considered
resolved by the executive committee if
they obtain the support of more than

one-half of the votes.

SECTION FIVE - REPRESENTATIVE
OF THE SCHOOL AUTHORITIES

ARTICLE 29 - DEFINITION
This shall be the member of the
staff appointed by the principal to

represent the school authorities.

ARTICLE 30 - RIGHTS

The representative of the school
authorities shall have the rights:

(1) to attend the meetings of
the council and of the executive
committee;

(2) to be informed of, and to
approve of, matters to be discussed

at these meetings.
SECTION SIX - ACTIVITIES

ARTICLE 31 - PROPOSAL

All activities of the association

shall be proposed by the council or

the executive committee.

ARTICLE 32 - APPROVAL

All proposed activities shall have
been approved by the school authorities
before being carried out.

All proposed activities, before
being carried out, shall have been
passed by the council, unless under
special  circumstances, when the
executive committee, acting on the
advice of the school authorities, may
decide whether or not to carry out

the proposed activities.
SECTION SEVEN - CLUBS

ARTICLE 33 - STATUS

All clubs shall be dependent on
the school authorities.

All clubs shall co-exist with the
association, the latter being an
organization to ensure their healthy

running.

ARTICLE 34 - FORMATION
New clubs may not be formed
without the approval of both the

school authorities and the association.

REQUIREMENTS
ARTICLE 35 - DIRECTOR

Every club shall have a director
who shall be 2 member of the college
staff and who shall be in charge of
and responsible for the club.

ARTICLE 36 - MEMBERSHIP
Unless specially approved, every
club shall have a minimum of twenty

members.

ARTICLE - 37 ACTIVITIES
Every club shall have its own

activities.

ARTICLE 38 - REGISTRATION
Every new club shall be registered
by the association.
Every existing club shall make
its annual re-registration with the
association at the beginning of the

school year.

ARTICLE 39 - CONDUCT
Every club chall be responsible

for its own satisfactory conduct.

ARTICLE 40 - DISCIPLINE

The association shall take action
against any club which fails to eatisfy
the requirements stated in Articles

35 to 39 inclusive.

SECTION EIGHT - PUBLICATIONS

ARTICLE 41 - DEFINITION
Publications of the association
shall be of two kinds: regular publi-
cations and other publications. The

SCHOOL MAGAZINE
ARTICLE 42 - PUBLICATION

The shall be an annual publication
of the school magazine issued at the

end of each school year.

ARTICLE 43 - EDITORS

One chief editor and two assistant
editors shall be

ARTICLE 44 - TREASURER

The editorial board shall bave a
treasurer who shall submit a monthls
statement of accounts to the school

ARTICLE 45 - DIRECTORS

SCHOOL NEWSPAPER
ARTICLE 46 - PUBLICATION

ARTICLE 47 - EDITORS

ARTICLE 48 - TREASURER

The editorial board shall have a
treasurer who shall submit a monthly
statement of accounts to the school

authorities.

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CONSTITUTION OF THE STUDENTS' ASSOCIATION, WAH YAN COLLEGE, KOWLOON

SECTION ONE - INTRODUCTION

ARTICLE 1 - NAME

The name of the association shall
be ““Students’ Association, Wah Yan
College, Kowloon.”, hereafter referred

to as “the association’.

ARTICLE 2 - PURPOSE

The purpose of the arsociation
shall be to promote friendship and
co-operation between students and t0

increase their interest in the school.

ARTICLE 3 - FUNCTIONS

The functions of the association
shall be:

(1) to represent the students of
Wah Yan College, Kowloon in affairs
both inside and outside the school;

(2) to encourage activities in the
school;

(3) to set up good relations
between the school authorities and
the clubs;

(4) to assist any clubs which

may be in difficulty.

ARTICLE 4 - SESSION
The session of the association
shall be one year, from Sept. of one

year to Sept. of the following year.

SECTION TWO - MEMBERSHIP

ARTICLE 5 - DEFINITION
All present students of Wah Yan
College, Kowloon shall be members

of the association, ipso facto.

SECTION THREE - COUNCIL

ARTICLE 6 - DEFINITION
The council shall be the group
of representatives of the members of

the association.

ARTICLE 7 - COMPOSITION
The council shall be composed of:
(1) the school prefects;

(2) the class monitors;
(3) the club representatives;

(4) the house representatives.

ARTICLE 8 - OFFICIALS
The officials of the council shall
be the chairman, the vice-chairman,

and the

honorary treasurer.

ARTICLE 9 - CHAIRMAN

The school captain shall, ipso
facto, be the chairman of the council.
The chairman shall be the head of
the association and shall preside over

the council meetings.

ARTICLE 10 - VICE-CHAIRMAN
The vice-captain of the school
shall, ipso facto, be the vice-chairman
of the council. The vice-chairman
shall assist the chairman in the affairs
of the association and shall preside
meetings in the

SECRETARY
The honorary secretary shall be
elected from among the council

ARTICLE 14 - SCHOOL PREFECTS

The duties of the school prefect
in the council shall be:

(1) to represent the students of
the school in general;

(2) to help in the running of
the activities of the association;

(3) to inform the association of

the general situation of the students.

ARTICLE 15 - CLASS MONITORS

The duties of the class monitor
in the council shall be:

(1) to represent his class in the

council;

(2) to gather the opinion of his
class and to express it in the council;

(3) to make known to his class
all activities which concern it and
which are to be carried out by the
association;

(4) to make known to his class

all resolutions of the council meetings.

ARTICLE 16 - CLUB
REPRESENTATIVES

The duties of the club represen-
tative in the council shall be:

(1) to represent his ciub in the
council;

(2) to make an annual re-regis-
tration of his club with the association
at the beginning of the school year;

(3) to hand in at the beginning
of the school year an anpual report,
in writing, of the club activities carried
out in the previous year;

(4) to gather opinion from his
club and to express it in the council;

(5) to make known to his club
all activities which concern it and
which are to be carried out by the
association;

(6) to make known to his club
all resolutions of the council meetings;

(7) to report all activities of his
club, both external and intermal, to
the association;

(8) to be responsible for the
good relations and co-operation between

his club and the association.

MEETINGS

ARTICLE 17 - DEFINITION
Meetings of the council shall be

of two types: regular meetings and

special meetings.

ARTICLE 18 - REGULAR MEETINGS
Regular meetings shall be con-

vened by the chairman once a month.

ARTICLE 19 - SPECIAL MEETINGS
Special meetings may be convened:
(1) by the chairman whenever
necessary;
(2) by the petition of one-third

or mote of the council members.

ARTICLE 20 - ABSENCE FROM
MFETINGS
All council members shall be
expected to attend all meetings of

the council. Absence from meetings

shall require the permission of the

chairman.

ARTICLE 21 - VOTING

(1) Oanly council members shall
have the right to vote during the
council meetings.

(2) All motions, before being
put to a vote, shall have been passed
by the executive committee, and shall
be seconded by a council member.

(3) Motions shall be considered
resolved by the council if they obtain
the support of more than one-half of

the votes of the council members.

SECTION FOUR - EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE

ARTICLE 22 - DEFINITION
The executive committee shall be
the supreme group of representatives

of the council.

ARTICLE 23 - COMPOSITION

The executive committee shall be
composed of:

(1) the chairman;

(2) the vice-chairman;

(3) the honorary treasurer;

(4) the honorary secretary;

(5) eight executive committee

members.
The chairman, vice-chairman,
honorary  secretary, and honorary

treasurer of the council shall be the

chairman, vice-chairman, honorary

and honorary treasurer,

secretaty,
tespectively, of the evecutive committee,

ipso facto.

ARTICLE 24 - ELECTION

The election of the executive
committee members shall take place
during the first council meeting of

the school year.

ARTICLE 25 - FUNCTIONS

The functions of the executive
committee shall be:

(1) to carry out the resolutions
of the council;

(2) to carry out the resolutions
of the executive committee itself;

(3) to pass on the resolutions
of the executive committee to the
council whenever necessary;
